I. Welcome & Introductions
Committee members signed in and Emily Snipes opened the meeting at 11:45am. 
II. Approval of Minutes
The committee reviewed and approved the minutes from the 1/8/10 meeting.

III. Committee Updates
Emily Snipes announced the change in Co-Chair to the committee. Due to conflicting work schedule and personal responsibilities, Stephanie Duenas has resigned. Denise Lee has been nominated and approved by the Steering Committee as her replacement.

IV. Report Out/Program Updates
Emily Snipes reported on Primary Prevention activities. 
a. Groups are continuing with Crestview High School (through April) on Tuesdays and Thursdays, following a modified Expect Respect draft. Participants are receptive to the topics discussed. The last session completed was a review of topics covered so far, which went very well for both male and female groups.
b. A second round of groups at Shoal River Middle School is still waiting to be scheduled. This group will consist of all males and is expected to begin sometime in March. These groups will follow the same outline as the females’ group last fall. 
c. Groups with Youth Village began on January 19 (and will continue through the end of May). This round is following the 18-week Expect Respect outline, concluding with a youth-led awareness project.


V. Committee Invites & Letter of Invitation
Due to the limited number of members in attendance, prospective committee members were only briefly discussed. Invitees will be reviewed at greater length in the next meeting. 

VI. Open Forum
Methods in which to approach prospective committee members were discussed. Committee members felt that merely sending a letter of contact would not be enough to interest individuals and bring them to the committee. Therefore, the committee discussed the possibility of a luncheon event, in which a primary prevention program and committee presentation would be provided. With approval, the committee will host a luncheon event (tentatively in May) with support from local donations. Prospective members will learn about primary prevention in Okaloosa and Walton Counties and be invited to join the DVCC Prevention Committee. 

VII. Next Meeting – Plan of Action
a. Emily Snipes will propose the luncheon idea to DVCC Vice-Chair Rebecca Bussman for Steering Committee consideration and approval.
b. Aimee Tabb will contact Shelter House Executive Director Michelle Sperzel to determine Shelter House’s support (since the presentation will include information on the local primary prevention program).
c. Emily Snipes will contact other committee members to determine what tasks they are available to assist with (finding donations, location, etc.).
d. After approval, Denise Lee will begin contacting local restaurants and businesses to find funding and/or donations for the luncheon.
e. After approval, Emily Snipes will create an invitation. This will be sent to the individuals that current committee members have previously been identifying.
f. After approval, Aimee Tabb will locate and update a primary prevention presentation that will be tailored to prospective DVCC/Prevention Committee members.
