I. Introductions


II. The committee approved the minutes from the meeting on 9-12-08. 


III. Talking Points – Primary Prevention. Amy Hanes stated that we were using prevention folders but concise talking points sheet may work better.  The group agreed.  The committee participated in the revision of the talking points sheet.  Kristin Atkins will incorporate the groups’ suggestions and the sheet will be finalized at the next meeting.

IV. Program Planning. The committee participated in logistical planning for the primary prevention Youth Village program. 

a. Youth Population Demographics – 12-17 years old

b. Implementers/Facilitators – Shelter House Staff, volunteers, Kathy Johnson suggested interns

c. Curriculum – Expect Respect, Safe Dates, Healthy Relationships

d. Dosage – 1.5 hours weekly for 24 sessions or JJ Crater suggested 1.5 hours twice a week for 12 weeks (to promote the dosage principle)
e. Multi Level Strategies – 

i. Individual – Youth groups

ii. Relationship – Kathy Johnson suggested a parent/child night and parents workshop; Amy suggested a barbeque and drawings or door prizes; Jack Daly suggested having on site child care provided, having the parent night on a weeknight and starting at normal program pick-up time.  The group agreed to continue planning this event at the next meeting. 
iii. Community – JJ Crater suggested looking at other communities and how they set up community support for prevention programming, and offering prizes in the community.  Amy suggested a sporting event or skating rink; Kathy Johnson suggested going to a college campus in Niceville or do a lock-in night with youth.  JJ Crater will do more research on this and report back at the next meeting.

V. Report Out From Members. Members contacted several agencies to begin dialogue about the possibilities of implementing primary prevention programming, and reported back on their findings. 
a. Kristin Atkins announced that Hope House is open and ready for groups in January. Kathy Johnson suggested that there is too much turnover to get the correct amount of dosage at Hope House. 
b. Becki Pence stated that the youth from the Life Enrichment Center were moved to other places. She also stated that she will talk with The Academy and the Teenage Parent Program. 
c. Robin King suggested contacting the Eglin Air Force Base Youth Center and the Eleanor Johnson Youth Center.  He will do this and report back at the next meeting.

VI. Kathy Johnson reported on her statistics and passed out packets to the committee. She stated that the only information you get from the statistics are the cases that are reported and that domestic violence is highly underreported. The populations we will be focusing our efforts on are not reported in the statistics. Amy Hanes stated that this data may be used to gain buy-in within the community, in terms of using the data as evidence of the need for primary prevention. The committee agreed that we should think about how to put the data together in a more comprehensible and meaningful way for lay persons. Kathy Johnson agreed to begin working on this and report back about it at the next meeting.
