I. Introductions


II. Approval of Minutes – The committee approved the minutes from the meeting on 10-16-08. 


III. Talking Points – Primary Prevention. The committee approved the Talking Points sheet that was edited during the meeting on 10-16-08.

IV. Program Planning.
a. Youth Village Update – Boys & Girls Club Replacement

i. Kristin Atkins reported that the youth that we had planned to implement groups with are currently not attending Youth Village. Due to budget cuts, the busses that were sending youth the Youth Village are not longer available. The committee decided that the Boys & Girls Club would be a possibility site for implementation of the Expect Respect Curriculum.

b. Collegiate High School

i. Kristin Atkins reported that she had a meeting with the Collegiate High School S.A.D.D. (Students Against Destructive Decisions) group. The committee agreed that it would be a good idea to implement the leadership portion of Expect Respect with the youth. The S.A.D.D. group wanted to present a video and short presentation to the Boys & Girls Club youth on teen dating violence. The committee agreed that Kristin should move forward with trying to facilitate a meeting with the Boys & Girls Club and the S.A.D.D. group. 
c. Walton County Boys & Girls Club (summer)
i. Amy Hanes reported that the director of the Boys & Girls Club in Walton County may be interested in having a teen dating violence prevention program implemented. Due to resource limitations (only 1 facilitator available), Amy Hanes proposed implementing a curriculum during the summer of 2009. 

V. Report Out From Members. Members contacted several agencies to begin dialogue about the possibilities of implementing primary prevention programming, and reported back on their findings. 
a. Jack Daly reported that the Charter School will not get back to him. He also said that schools are still key in social change but recognizes that it is hard to get into the school system. He stated that because all kids go to school and that location seems to be a natural fit. 
b. Robin King reported that the Eleanor Johnson Youth Center would like more information. Robin King got in contact with Todd Gatlin who stated that the groups would be better in the afternoons. The Eleanor Johnson Youth Center includes lower income youth from Bruner. 

VI. Relational Level Intervention Planning – Planning Relational Level Interventions was put on hold for the next meeting due to the low attendance during the meeting.


VII. Curriculum Review. A handout summarizing key points about each curriculum was given to each member. The covered are the Safe Dates, Expect Respect, and Healthy Relationships curriculum. 


VIII. Next Meeting – The committee postponing the next meeting until January 2009, because there would most likely be a low turnout during the December meeting.
