I. Introductions


II. Approval of Minutes – The committee approved the minutes from the meeting on 2-12-09. 

III. Report Out from Members/Program Updates.
a. Boys & Girls Club

i. Kristin Atkins reported that the Boys & Girls Club cannot change times or days to make the group more focused. All of their other activities were scheduled around Shelter House. Kristin also reported that the basketball tournament is now over so she hopes there will be better behavior.

ii. Robin King stated that he would like to go and talk to the Boys & Girls Club youth about drug prevention. Kristin said she would set up a meeting with Robin and the director of the Boys & Girls Club. 

b. Hope House

i. Kristin Atkins reported that the group at Hope House is complete and the youth enjoyed the group very much. 

c. EJYC

i. Kristin Atkins reported that she and Amy Hanes had a meeting with the Activity Leader, Myyonna Pride, from the EJYC. They are excited for Shelter House to come and present Safe Dates during the summer with their MAMS (Me and My Sisters) group. Amy Hanes reported that the EJYC is already involved in all levels of the Social Ecological Model.
d. Crestview High School

i. Kristin Atkins and Amy Hanes reported that the guidance counselor from CHS wanted Shelter House to come and do a group with their youth. The guidance counselor wanted to split the male and females up to do 2 groups every Friday for 8 weeks starting March 20, 2009. 

IV. Strategies for Schools.
a. School Approval Form
i. Amy Hanes presented the Form for Approval to the committee. This is so that vendors can get into the school system. The committee agreed that we start the process by filling out the vendor form and once it’s approved, get buy-in from the teachers so they can advocate for the program to the administrators. After the groundwork is set, the committee agreed that the last step is to have a formal meeting with the principal. Amy also stated that the teachers would be able to veto topics, we would have permission slips for the program, and would find out if we have liability insurance.
ii. The committee discussed some challenges to getting into the school system. Becki Pence stated that getting into the school system would be very difficult during their current budget difficulties. The administration has no time to talk to us during the budget shortage. The committee also discussed that the topics are controversial and FCATS are a time constraint. 

V. Mission Statement Review & Update.
a. The committee reviewed the Mission statement: “To enhance and collaborate with prevention efforts within Okaloosa and Walton Counties relating to domestic violence cases.” Amy Hanes presented the committee with a mission statement based on everyone’s input from last meeting. The committee approved the mission statement “To enhance and build community support for Primary Prevention Programs that are youth centered and span all levels of society” and will take it to the larger DVCC meeting in April.

VI. Youth Pre-Test Survey Results.  
a. Amy Hanes reported that the results are not complete from the Pre-Test Survey given to the youth at the Boys & Girls Club but will be ready soon.
VII. Intimate Partner Violence Prevention Community Collaboration Survey.
a. Amy Hanes proposed utilizing the survey to gauge DVCC members’ capacity to understand and willingness to support Primary Prevention. The Prevention committee decided to take the survey first to familiarize themselves with it and to make sure it made sense. Amy proposed that we talk to Rebecca Bussman and see if we can administer it to the larger DVCC, compile results and use those results to inform capacity building exercises. Amy, Kristin, Robin, and Jack took the survey. The rest of the committee will be e-mailed a copy to take. The committee agreed that the length is okay.
