I.  Welcome and Introductions
Amy Hanes opened the meeting at 2 pm. Committee members introduced themselves; Emily Snipes was introduced as Shelter House’s new Prevention Coordinator.


II.  Approval of Minutes
The committee approved the minutes from the meeting on 5/14/09. 


III.  Report Out/Program Updates
Rhonda Mailman asked to help implement group sessions and suggested including integrating DV against students with disabilities in TDV relationships. Rhonda Mailman also suggested collaborating with the Sherriff’s Office Citizens Police Academy, to allow Shelter House to give out information on domestic violence. 

Robin King suggested that Shelter House work with youth on Hurlburt Field, and discussed work with YMCA in Navarre.
The committee discussed reaching out to Walton County and implementing Primary Prevention at various locations, including the Boys and Girls Club, YMCA, and Bruner and Walton Middle Schools.

a. Boys & Girls Club 

Emily Snipes reported that BGC groups ended on May 26, 2009. The group completed post-test surveys and reflected on what had been discussed. BGC would like Shelter House to continue group sessions next school year.

b. Eleanor Johnson Youth Center
Emily Snipes reported that groups with EJYC will tentatively begin on Monday, June 29, 2009, and will continue each Monday for 8 weeks. Due to difficulty getting a response from EJYC, the time for these weekly sessions has not been set. Robin King will be in touch with the  EJYC Activities Leader My’yonna Pride to contact SH and schedule a time.
c. Crestview High School

Emily Snipes and Amy Hanes reported that CHS groups ended on May 22, 2009. The teachers involved with CHS groups felt that the survey would not be useful with these students, so none were given. Instead, a focus group was conducted with the teachers to determine the benefits of the group and facilitation suggestions. Improvements and additions to group facilitation for youth were discussed, including using more visual aides (i.e. PowerPoint) and interactive activities (i.e. role play). CHS would like Shelter House to continue group sessions in the ‘09/’10 school year and a tentative schedule has been agreed upon. Emily Snipes and CHS teachers are waiting for School Administration approval before continuing group scheduling.
IV.  Okaloosa County Vendor Form 
Amy Hanes reported that the vendor form had been completed and submitted to the Okaloosa County Super Intendent’s Office. If approved, this form grants the organization permission to contact Okaloosa County School Principals to discuss programs for youth in the school system.


V.  Intimate Partner Violence Training for Larger DVCC- 07/01/09 
The Committee discussed whether or not to contribute to this meeting. It was collectively decided to create a presentation. This will consist of a PowerPoint about the groups to include photos, group artwork, an update about schools/facilities, and to reinforce committee members’ understanding of Primary Prevention vs. Secondary Prevention. The committee also discussed including a small interactive activity/game, to be determined by Emily Snipes and Rhonda Mailman. The presentation will last approximately 15 minutes.



VI.  Staff Transitions
a. Amy Hanes resigning
Amy Hanes reported her future resignation as Prevention Committee Chair, due to relocation to Boston, MA to pursue graduate studies.
b. Nomination of co-chair to Prevention Committee- 07-01-09 (Steering Co.)
Amy Hanes suggested modifying the Prevention Committee Chair position into Co-Chair position, so that the work can be divided between two community members. This is will increase committee facilitation and support. Amy Hanes opened nomination to the committee and also nominated Emily Snipes as a Co-Chair, which was supported by Robin King and Rhonda Mailman. The second Co-Chair will remain open until further nominations are made.
VII.  Meeting Times- 1 hour
Amy Hanes suggested condensing meeting times from an hour and a half to one hour. Committee members voted and the motion passed with unanimous support. The committee discussed the benefits of a shorter meeting time, including increased likelihood that new members can attend a one hour meeting rather than an hour and a half meeting. Possibilities for future meetings were also discussed, including adding Prevention readings to increase capacity and knowledge, and moving the location of meetings to one that may be convenient to all members, as new members join.

The next meeting on July 9, 2009, from 2-3 pm at Shelter House Conference Room was scheduled.
