3. Rebecca Bussman reviewed the purpose of the Steering Committee meetings and the General DVCC Council meetings.  Rebecca also informed the group about the availability of minutes and agendas on the OWDVCC website.
4. Committee Briefs

PAC:  Sharon Rogers suggested change of subcommittee name from Public Awareness Committee to Professional Awareness Committee.

Shining Light Award presented to someone within the community who is not a DVCC member and has gone beyond the call of duty in a DOMV situation.  More nominees needed for the award this year.  Rebecca Bussman will make nomination forms available to the DVCC membership.
Art contest is competition among local high school students.  Artwork goal is to provide strategies for resolving situations without violence.  Prizes are given for placement and Keith Biel presents awards.  Suggestion made that local academy students be invited to participate as well as local high school students.  Sharon Rogers suggested Shelter House take over assisting PAC with art contest and conference.
Rebecca Bussman stated goal of conference is to have each subcommittee contribute and that the subcommittees should be developing ways to contribute to the conference.
