STEP II Primary Prevention Goals for Okaloosa & Walton County
Goal 1: Okaloosa and Walton county youth, ages 11 to 17, will build positive skills for healthy relationships.
Goal 2: Okaloosa and Walton county youth, ages 11 to 17, will increase both their ability to critique traditional gender norms and their acceptance of more inclusive, less rigid gender norms.
Goal 3: Okaloosa and Walton County school/program staff and parents, will support their youth in developing healthy relationships.
Goal 4: Okaloosa and Walton County school/program staff and parents will increase support for primary prevention activities in their schools and programs.
Goal 5: Shelter House, Inc. will build and maintain primary prevention as a central theme in its work.
Goal 6: Shelter House, Inc. staff and board members will increase knowledge and capacity to implement primary prevention programming.
Goal 7: The Okaloosa and Walton county Community Action Team (CAT) will improve capacity to implement primary prevention activities. 

Goal 8: The Okaloosa and Walton county CAT will increase and diversify its member base.
Goal 9: The Okaloosa and Walton county CAT will foster community buy-in for primary prevention programming. 

Goal 10: Okaloosa and Walton county community members will become aware of the contributing factors, severity, consequences and potential remedies of teen dating violence (TDV).
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
